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54. There were no returns of birthplaces in 1871 from Manitoba, British Columbia 
or the Territories, so no comparieotis can be made. The natives of Ontario have taken 
the lead in settling Manitoba, which was the only Province where the home-born did 
not bear the largest proportion to the population; the natives of Kiissia and Poland 
were fourth in numbers, and those of Quebec fifth. England and Wales, Scotland 
and Ireland came sixth, seventh and eighth respectively. The Mennonite sett le­
ments in this Province explain the large number from Russia and Poland.
