79. The total increase in the population of the nine cities in this Province was 64,754, of which Toronto and suburbs
claimed more than half, or 32,945. The increase in the towns, fifty-eight in number, was 60,680, being 4,174 less than in the
cities, and the total urban increase was over 40 per cent. of the whole increase of the Province. St. Thomas, with a population
of 2,197 in 1871, showed a total in 1881 of 8,367, an increase of nearly 300 per cent.
