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The General Elections took place on the 23rd June, 1896, and the 
Tupper Administration resigned 8th July. 

Hon. Wilfrid Laurier was sworn in as first Minister, n t h July, and 
the other members of the Cabinet on 13th July, excepting the Minister 
of the Interior, who was sworn in on the 17th November. This form­
ed the eighth Ministry.
