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present century is a problem both in the agricultural Prairie Provinces and in the cities 
of the east. Less assimilable still, are those who come to Canada from the Orient. 
On the whole, the great bulk of Canadian immigration of the past generation has been 
drawn from the English-speaking countries and from those Continental European 
countries where the population is ethnically closely related to the British, though for 
some years there was an increasing immigration of Slavs. In the latest year the 
British races contributed 40-3 p.c. of the immigrants and the French 5-5 p.c.

Subsection 4.—Countries of Birth and Nationalities of Immigrants 

Countries of Birth of Immigrants.—The figures of Table 7 show that the 
United States (with 4,216) was the birthplace of more of the 1939 immigrants than 
any other single country. This has been the case since 1930. In 1939 Poland came 
second with 2,682, England third with 2,322, and Czechoslovakia fourth with 1,828.
