These figures are taken from the United Nations
Statistical Yearbook 1965 which presents production figures for & much more extensive list
of mining and quarrying industries. The 1964 figures are provisional and have heen
converted from kilograms to ounces troy for gold, from metric tons to ounces troy for silver,
and from metric tons to short tona for the other metals and fuels shown.
