La comparaison nous montre qu'en 1876 le passif par chaque 
faillite a eu une moyenne de $19,740 contre $8,181 par faillite en 1895, 
et que l'actif a été, en 1876, de 15-9 pour 100 sur le passif, et en 1895, 
de 39-3 pour 100 suivant Bradstreet, et 73 pour 100 suivant Dun et Cle. 

Durant l'année 1895 les faillites commerciales aux Etats-Unis se 
sont élevées à 13,013 avec un passif de $158,842,445 et un actif de 
$88,115,530. L'actif s'élevait à 55 pour 100 du passif comparé à 1894 
le surcroît dans le nombre des faillites a été de 2-30 pour 100, et pour le 
montant de l'actif, il a été de 6'2 pour 100. 

Au Canada, en 1895, l'augmentation sur 1894 sur le nombre d'insolva­
bles a été de 25 ou 1-3 pour 100, et le passif a diminué de $2,376,702 ou 
13-4 pour 100.
