On se sert de l'érable comme bois de chauffage, ainsi que dans 
la fabrication des wagons, des instruments agricoles, des planchers de 
bois dur, et dans la distillation. Le cèdre est le bois le plus important 
du Canada pour la fabrication des perches, des poteaux de clôture, des 
barres, des dormants de chemin de fer et des bardeaux. Le pin blanc 
et le sapin Douglas sont des essences importantes de bois de construc­
tion. Le hêtre, le peuplier et le pin gris sont beaucoup employés comme 
bois de chauffage. Le pin rouge, la pruche et l'épinette rouge sont 
des bois de construction de moindre importance. Le sapin-baume est 
un important bois à pulpe. Le pin jaune croît dans l'intérieur de la 
Colombie Britannique, et recouvre une superficie considérable de la 
zone sèche. L'orme est un bois important pour la tonnellerie, ainsi 
que le chêne, le frêne et le tilleul.
