PRIMES. 

La production du pétrole brut est la seule industrie bénéficiant de 
primes. Les primes sur le plomb ont temporairement cessé depuis 
que les cours du marché de Londres dépassent le prix fixé par la Loi 
des Primes sur le Plomb pour l'obtention de cette prime. Il a été payé 
en 1916 une somme de $59.88 sur 99,797 livres, ce qui porte à $1,979.164 
les primes payées sur 1,187,083,350 livres de 1899 à 1916, comme on le 
verra au tableau 37. Sur le pétrole brut, il a été payé en 1916 $109,177 
sur 7,278,452 gallons, les primes payées de 1905 à 1916 s'élevant à 
$2,537,012 sur 169,134,123 gallons, ainsi que l'indique le tableau 38. 
De 1896 à 1916, il a été payé en primes de toute nature une somme de 
$21,669,965, dont $16,785,827 sur le fer et l'acier, $1,979,164 sur le 
plomb, $2,537,012 sur le pétrole brut et $367,962 sur la fibre de Manille. 
On trouvera dans l'annuaire de 1915, pages 461-463, une nomenclature 
des primes qui ont été payées depuis 1883 et des tableaux s'y rapportant 
et s'étendant de 1896 à 1915 inclusivement.
