On peut voir 
par ce diagramme que ces exportations n'ont guère varié depuis 1912, tandis qu'au 
contraire, la quantité consommée dans les pulperies canadiennes a presque quadruplé 
pendant la même période. En 1908, presque les deux tiers du bois à pulpe coupé 
en Canada était exporté sous cette forme; en 1923, nonobstant un accroissement 
de production de presque 300 p.c, le pourcentage exporté est tombé à moins d'un 
tiers. 

La fabrication de la pulpe forme la seconde phase de cette industrie. On y 
procède dans des manufactures dont certaines sont des pulperies proprement dites 
et les autres des papeteries-pulperies, leurs propriétaires combinant les deux fabri­
cations, afin de pourvoir leurs papeteries de matières premières. Généralement, 
ces dernières fabriquent un surplus de pulpe qui est vendu au Canada ou exporté. 

Les chiffons qui peuvent servir à la fabrication du papier ne sont pas en très 
grande abondance et cette matière est d'ailleurs trop coûteuse pour la confection 
du papier à bas prix. Depuis longtemps, les papetiers avaient reconnu la possibi­
lité d'utiliser les fibres provenant de la tige, des feuilles et d'autres parties de nom­
breuses plantes ligneuses, mais comme on en tirait très peu de cellulose, on fut 
amené à essayer l'usage du bois. Après avoir expérimenté différentes essences, 
la sapinette et le sapin-baumier furent reconnus parfaitement adaptés à la fabri­
cation de presque toutes les catégories de papier, hormis le papier de luxe. 

Le bois est livré à la pulperie de différentes manières. Les billots de huit 
pieds de longueur ou plus sont flottés, soit individuellement, soit en radeaux, ou 
amenés en chemin de fer. Le bois de deux ou quatre pieds de longueur est rare­
ment flotté, le plus souvent il est transporté par bateau ou chemin de fer. Tantôt, 
le bois est à ce moment revêtu de son écorce, mais parfois il a subi l'opération de 
l'écorçage. Le plus souvent, le bois vendu par les cultivateurs est de petite lon­
gueur et a été écorcé à la main dans la forêt. Les billots sont d'abord tronçonnés 
en rondins de deux ou de quatre pieds; l'opération suivante est l'écorçage; on y 
procède soit par le frottement des billots soumis ensemble à un rapide mouvement 
de rotation, soit par l'action de lames de couteau. Cette dernière méthode laisse 
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
