Statistiques des industries combinées de la pulpe et du papier.—Bien 
que la fabrication de la pulpe et celle du papier soient deux industries distinctes, 
l'existence de moulins combinés à pulpe et à papier ne permet pas de toujours 
séparer leurs statistiques. En prenant comme un tout la transformation manufac­
turière opérée dans cette industrie on constate qu'il y a en 1929 108 moulins en 
opération, comparativement à 110 en 1928. Le capital engagé en 1929 s'élève à 
$644,773,806, le nombre d'employés est de 33,584 et les salaires et gages s'élèvent 
à $50,214,445. Si nous mettons de côté la pulpe fabriquée pour être consommée sur 
place dans les usines combinées de pulpe et de papier, la valeur totale des matiè­
res premières employées dans l'industrie s'élève à $96,874,749 et la valeur brute de 
la production à $243,970,761. La différence entre ces deux valeurs, ou la valeur 
nette de la production, représente la valeur ajoutée pour la transformation manu­
facturière et donne en 1929 $147,096,012. La pulpe et le papier sont maintenant 
la plus importante industrie manufacturière au Canada depuis 1922, alors qu'elle a 
devancé les scieries. C'est la première industrie par la valeur brute de sa produc­
tion depuis 1925 alors qu'elle a dépassé les minoteries, et la première par la valeur 
nette de production depuis 1920 alors qu'elle a excédé les scieries. Dans ces com­
paraisons nous tenons compte simplement des phases manufacturières de l'indus­
trie sans égard pour le capital engagé, le personnel, les salaires ou les produits 
primaires vendus en connexion avec les opérations forestières et qui forment une 
très importante partie de l'industrie prise dans son ensemble mais qui ne peuvent 
être séparées des opérations forestières en tant que partie des scieries et autres 
industries. Si nous prenons en considération une valeur de $13,314,738 de bois à 
pulpe exporté, la contribution globale de l'industrie de la pulpe et du papier à la 
balance commerciale favorable du Canada en 1929 s'élève à $195,541,990, ce qui 
représente la différence entre les exportations et les importations de bois de pulpe, 
papier et produits du papier. 

Le marché des Etats-Unis absorbe toutes les exportations canadiennes de bois 
à pulpe et plus de 84 p.c. des exportations de pulpe et papier, le reste étant dirigé 
sur le Royaume-Uni et un grand nombre d'autres pays. De tout le papier con­
sommé aux Etats-Unis, environ la moitié est ou importé du Canada ou fabriqué 
avec du bois ou de la pulpe venant du Canada.
