L'Acte de l'A.B.N., de 1867, exigeait que les élections à la Chambre des Com­
munes fussent gouvernées par les lois électorales des différentes provinces, à moins 
que le Parlement n'en décidât autrement. Par conséquent, le droit de vote, tant 
aux élections fédérales qu'aux élections provinciales, était accordé aux mêmes 
citoyens, aucune distinction n'étant apportée à son exercice; il en fut ainsi jusqu'en 
1885, date à laquelle le Parlement vota une loi dite "de la Franchise Electorale" 
(1885, c. 40). Cette loi définissait les qualités requises pour jouir du droit de vote 
aux élections fédérales; ce droit était restreint, en principe, au propriétaire ou à 
l'occupant d'une terre d'une valeur spécifiée; toutefois, les fils de propriétaires, 
particulièrement des propriétaires ruraux, pouvaient également l'exercer sous des 
conditions spéciales. Naturellement, chaque province conservait sa propre loi en 
la matière lorsqu'il s'agissait d'élections provinciales. Cette loi fédérale demeura 
en vigueur pendant treize ans, mais entre 1898 et 1920, les règles régissant les élec­
tions provinciales furent de nouveau appliquées aux élections fédérales par une 
loi de 1898 (c. 14); toutefois, lors de la création des provinces d'Alberta et de Sas-
katchewan, il fut disposé, par voie d'amendement, que le suffrage universel déjà 
adopté pour les Territoires du Nord-Ouest (1895, c. 16) serait seul reconnu aux
