Sous-sect ion 4.—Commerce avec les Etats-Unis et les autres pays étrangers. 

Commerce avec les E ta ts -Unis .—Au cours de l'exercice 1931, les Etats-Unis 
ont contribué environ 65 p.c. de nos importations globales, proportion qui se répartit 
sur tous les groupes importants, quoique, comparativement à l'exercice précédent, 
elles aient subi d'énormes diminutions. Le fer et ses dérivés, qui constitue comme 
par le passé le groupe le plus important, comprend l'outillage industriel et minier, 
les produits des lamineries, les pièces d'automobile et de machines destinées à être 
montées au pays, les véhicules automobiles, les instruments aratoires et bon nombre 
d'autres ouvrages en fer et acier. Le groupe des métalloïdes, qui comprend la 
houille et les dérivés du pétrole, est deuxième en importance. Les importations 
de houille ont une tendance à la baisse depuis quelques années, alors que celles de 
pétrole, bien qu'elles aient baissé cette année de $15,000,000, augmentent conti­
nuellement de pair avec la vulgarisation de l'automobile. Les autres articles 
importants d'importation provenant des Etats-Unis sont: les fruits et légumes 
frais, les huiles végétales, le caoutchouc brut, le tabac brut, les pelleteries, le coton, 
la soie, l'abaca et autres fibres, tant à l'état brut que sous forme de fil, le bois d'oeuvre, 
les produits du papier, livres, périodiques et imprimés, les appareils électriques et de 
sans-fil, les effets de colon, etc., le dernier article étant le seul qui accuse un accroisse­
ment comparativement à l'année précédente. Sauf cette exception, la valeur de toutes 
les importations principales provenant des Etats-Unis a beaucoup diminué depuis 1930. 

Parmi les exportations canadiennes à destination des Etats-Unis, c'est le bois 
et le papier qui constituent le groupe le plus important, la papier à journal repré­
sentant à lui seul près d'un tiers de nos exportations aux Etats-Unis en 1931. Les 
autres produits de ce groupe, qui en plus de la pulpe, des planches et madriers 
e t du bois à pulpe, comprend une multitude d'autres articles de moindre importance, 
forment 54 p.c. de nos exportations globales à destination des Etats-Unis, contre 
46 p.c. en 1930, de sorte que la diminution dans ce groupe est relativement moins 
faible que dans les autres. Les métaux autres que le fer occupent toujours la deuxiè­
me place, bien qu'ils aient fléchi de 42 p.c. par les exportations réduites d'or, 
de cuivre, de nickel et d'aluminium. Le groupe des produits animaux, qui embrasse 
le poisson, les pelleteries, les peaux, le cuir, le lait, la crème et le bétail, vient troisième.
