Matériel roulant.—Le tableau 3 donne les statistiques du matériel roulant 
des chemins de fer canadiens les derniers sept ans. Afin d'accroître l'utilité de ces 
chiffres il convient de signaler le fait que de 1920 à 1935 la capacité moyenne d'un 
wagon couvert a augmenté de 34-779 tonnes à 40-462 tonnes; celle des wagons 
plats, de 33-459 tonnes à 40-958 tonnes, et celle de tous les wagons à marchandises 
de 35-141 tonnes à 41-047 tonnes.
