Statistiques historiques de ’assurance-feu au Canada.—Le rapport du
surintendant des assurances pour année terminée le 31 décembre 1939 fait voir
qu’a cette cate il existe 279 compagnies d’assurance-feu 4 charte fédérale, dont 56
sont canadiennes, 70 britanniques et 153 étrangéres. En 1875, premiére année sur
laquelle le département des Assurances fait des relevés authentiques, il y a 27 com-
pagnies faisant opérations au Canada, dont 11 canadiennes, i3 britanniques et 3
américaines. L’augmentation proportionnelle du nombre de compagnies britan-
niques et étrangéres de 59 p.c. 4 80 p.c. du total constitue une différence bien mar-
quée entre I'assurance-feu et 'assurance-vie au Canada, celle-ci étant vendue en
trés grande partie par des compagnies canadiennes.

Le tableau 2 fait voir que le prix moyen de $100 d’assurance atteint son maxi-
mum en 1904 et 1905. 1l diminue graduellement depuis, sauf en 1921 et 1924 ou
la tendance est apparemment plutdt & la hausse. Il est intéressant de savoir que le
cofit de ’assurance-feu a diminué de 59-4 p.c. depuis 1905.
