Section 4.—Les manufactures des Provinces des Prairies, 1941 

Les principales industries de ces provinces sont celles qui dépendent des res­
sources agricoles—céréales, élevage et industrie laitière. Viennent ensuite, habi­
tuellement, les industries pourvoyant aux premières nécessités de la population, 
telles' que la boulangerie, l'impression et l'édition, e tc Les grands services ferro­
viaires exigent de vastes usines pour l'entretien du matériel roulant particulièrement 
dans la région de Winnipeg. L'usage très répandu des véhicules-moteur et des ma­
chines à force motrice sur les fermes a amené l'établissement des raffineries de 
pétrole dans chaque province. L'augmentation considérable de la production de 
pétrole dans l'Alberta contribuera vraisemblablement à une expansion de l'industrie 
de la raffinerie. Le Manitoba, qui est le plus ancien centre commercial des Prairies, 
a progressé industriellement plus qu'aucune des deux autres provinces. Ses res­
sources, d'accès facile, en forces hydrauliques, ses forêts et, plus récemment, ses 
minéraux, ont donné lieu à une grande diversification dans la production industrielle. 

En considérant les trois provinces comme un groupe économique, l'industrie 
des abattoirs et des salaisons accuse en 1941 la production brute la plus considérable, 
laquelle s'élève à $112,951,716; elle est suivie du beurre et du fromage avec 
$44,062,012, de la minoterie et meunerie avec $38,575,041. Ces trois industries 
de transformation des produits agricoles contribuent 43 p.c. de la production manu­
facturière totale des Provinces des Prairies.
