Section 3.—Statistique de la production de fourrures* 
Sta t i s t i que de la production globale de fourrures.—Les premiers relevés 

de là production de fourrures brutes se limitent aux recensements décennaux qui 
donnent le nombre et la valeur des peaux obtenues par les trappeurs. En 1920, le 
Bureau fédéral de la statistique inaugura un relevé annuel de la production de four­
rures brutes, fondé sur les informations reçues des négociants en fourrures. Ce 
relevé fut effectué pendant quelques années. Plus récemment, des états annuels 
fondés sur les droits régaliens, la taxe d'exportation, etc. ont été obtenus des minis­
tères provinciaux de la Chasse (excepté l'Ile du Prince-Edouard), états qui servent 
maintenant à la préparation des statistiques publiées chaque année par le Bureau. 
Les statistiques de l'île du Prince-Edouard sont établies d'après les rapports fournis 
directement au Bureau par les négociants de la pelleterie locale.
