Finances courantes.—Les recettes brutes, les frais d'exploitation et les 
recettes nettes ne se rapportent qu'aux chemins de fer à vapeur et aux télégraphes 
commerciaux, mais les déficits se rapportent au réseau entier, y compris le Niagara, 
St. Catharines and Toronto Railway (tramway électrique) et autres chemins de fer 
exploités séparément, les hôtels, les télégraphes commerciaux, les vapeurs côtiers et 
toutes autres exploitations externes. 

En vertu de la loi sur la revision du capital des chemins de fer Nationaux du 
Canada (ch. 22, 1937), l'intérêt sur les prêts ($530,832,598) du gouvernement fédéral 
et les intérêts en souffrance ($43,949,039) ont été annulés comme passif du chemin 
de fer; ils sont éliminés du tableau 15 comme frais fixes. Des prêts de $270,037,438 
de capital-obligations et de $373,823,120 pour déficits sont aussi annulés.
