Principales branches de la production au Canada et dans chaque 
province, 1948* 

Canada.—L'expansion prononcée des exploitations manufacturières, voilà ce 
quijressort le plus de l'étude de l'importance relative des neuf groupes d'industries 
de l'ensemble du pays et des changements de la structure économique survenus de­
puis la guerre. Au cours de cette période, l'augmentation a été de 246 p. 100; 
l'augmentation de 1948 (53 p. 100) étant plus élevée que celle de tout autre ensemble 
de deux groupes. La position relative de l'agriculture demeure stable à 21 p. 100, 
grâce à l'augmentation enregistrée au Manitoba et en Saskatchewan. Les hausses 
de 370 et de 338 p. 100 de la construction et des forêts sont supérieures à celles de 
toute la production industrielle. 

Provinces Maritimes.—L'agriculture constitue manifestement la principale 
source de revenu de l'île du Prince-Edouard, soit près de 56 p. 100 de la valeur nette 
de la production provinciale de 1948. Le rôle de cette industrie ne compte pas 
autant, cependant, qu'en l'année d'avant-guerre 1938, alors que l'agriculture formait 
61 p. 100 de l'ensemble de la production nette de la province. Au cours des onze 
dernières années, la pêche, la construction et l'industrie manufacturière ont gagne 
plus en proportion que l'ensemble de la production industrielle de la province. 
Les manufactures forment le groupe relativement le plus important en Nouvelle-
Ecosse, l'ensemble de la production manufacturière ayant plus que doublé au cours
