Sucre et sirop d'érable.—La production de sucre et de sirop d'érable demeure 
assez élevée au Canada. L'industrie est centralisée dans les comtés situés au sud 
du Saint-Laurent, dans la province de Québec, d'où provient la grande partie du 
sucre et du sirop exportés. 

Bien qu'on convertisse une forte quantité de sève en sirop, beurre et tire, une 
grande partie est mise sur le marché en pains de sucre dont le poids varie d'une à 
quinze livres, selon le genre de moule utilisé. Les États-Unis constituent le principal 
marché du sirop et du sucre d'érable canadiens. Au cours de la saison 1949-1950, 
on aexporté 340,000 gallons de sirop et 7,557,000 livres de sucre d'une valeur globale 
de $4,538,000. 

Une grande partie du sirop écoulé au Canada est vendue directement au con­
sommateur; cependant, chaque année, une quantité considérable de sucre et de sirop 
est vendue à des établissements de conditionnement, qui mêlent sirop et sucre afin 
de produire un sirop de qualité uniforme.
