Produc t ion de pâte.—La fabrication de la pâte, qui forme la seconde étape de 
cette industrie, se fait dans les usines qui ne produisent que de la pâte ou par des fabricants 
de papier qui exploitent des pulperies conjointement avec des papeteries afin d'avoir 
leur propre matière première. Ces usines fabriquent ordinairement un surplus de pâte 
qui est vendu au Canada ou exporté. L'épinette, à laquelle s'ajoutent le sapin baumier 
dans l'Est et la pruche dans l'Ouest, est l'espèce qui convient le mieux à la production de 
tous les papiers, à l'exception des plus fins. 

La préparation préliminaire de la pâte est souvent faite à la pulperie, mais il y a 
aussi un certain nombre de moulins de "coupage" et "d'écorçage" qui fonctionnent indé­
pendamment, surtout pour épargner les frais de transport sur le bois coupé à distance 
de la fabrique ou destiné à l'exportation. Le bois à pâte est mesuré à la corde ( 4 x 4 x 8 
de bois empilé). Une corde de bois à pâte brut contient environ 85 pieds cubes de bois 
massif, et une corde de bois à pâte écorcé, 95 pieds cubes. 

Sur la production totale de pâte en 1953, 74-3 p. 100 provenait des fabriques mixtes 
de pâte et de papier et servait à leur propre fabrication de papier. Le reste était destiné 
à la vente au Canada ou à l'exportation. Plus de 56 p. 100 consistait en pâte mécanique 
et 17 p. 100 en fibre écrue au sulfite; ce sont les deux principaux éléments du papier-journal. 
La pâte au sulfite blanchie, les pâtes au sulfate blanchies, semi-blanchies et écrues, la fibre 
à la soude, la pâte semi-chimique, d'autres qualités de pâte et la pâte mécanique ainsi que 
les déchets chimiques formaient le reste. Il s'est constitué un marché considérable pour 
les déchets qui servent à la fabrication de panneaux isolants rigides. 

La fabrication de 9,077,063 tonnes de pâte en 1953 a exigé 11,680,418 cordes de bois 
à pâte brut d'une valeur de $329,087,065 et l'équivalent de 440,040 cordes d'autres bois 
(i.e. copeaux de scieries, dosses et délignures, sciure de bois, cœurs de souches, etc.) d'une 
valeur de $9,476,414. La valeur totale des matières servant à la fabrication de pâte 
était de $388,247,735. 
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
