42. As there were no returns of religions from Manitoba, British Columbia or the 
Territories in 1871, comparisons cannot be made with the census of 1881. The five 
leading religions in Manitoba in 1881 were remarkably even in point of numbers. 
The Church of England was first and the Presbyterians second, with a difference of 
only five in number between them, Eoman Catholics were third, then came Metho­
dists and Baptists with a difference between them of only 21. The 2,173 Pagans 
were made up of Indians. Protestants of all denominations were included under 
that head in 1871.
