53. This Province returned 747 percent. of the population as having been born
within its limits, comprising 33:19 per cent. of the population of the Dominion,
while those born in Great Britain and Ireland amounted to 18°2 per cent., leaving
little more than 7 per ceut. for the natives of other countries. The Province has folt
the effects of the attraction to the North-West to & considerable extent, numbers of
its own population having left for those parts. There was a large decrease in the
natives of Scotland and Ireland, viz., 22,906 and 8,634 respectively ; and a consider-
able increase in the number of those born in Quebec and the United States will be
noticed, as well as in the number of natives of Hurope other than the British Isles.
