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69. After deducting the Indians, the population of the Territories was compara—

tively small.

French were in the imajority, and numbered 2,396, they were more

than twice as numerous as the English, who were second with 1,374, closely followed

by the Scotch with 1,217.

There were only a few Irish.

70. A census of the Territories was taken in August, 1885, but the result had
not been ascertained in time for comparison in this volume. The total population,
"however, of the fhree Provisional * Districts, Assiniboia, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
was 48,362 : consisting of 23,344 whites, 4,848 half-breeds, and 20,170 Indians,
