
DISTANCES BETWEEN PRINCIPAL POINTS IN CANADA.* 
Nor*.—Generally, the distances aivci : shortest by railway. 

Th i s is a erowinK phase of transportation, of course, but has not yet assumed such proportions tha t its tabulat ion shouldI displace the more usual one. Again, i t is 
not a difficult mat ter to estimate air-line distances from a map made to convenient scale, whereas the ordinary reader is not able to obta in rai lway distances easily. 

Even thouch it be decided to adopt railway distances a s most useful, it is necessary to decide whether the most travelled route between t w o places or tne shortest 
railway route should govern. In the tables given below, the distances between points are the shortest distances b y railway and not necessarily t h e most travelled routes 
o r the routes by which main trains travel. They are compiled principally from the railway t ime tables. T h e m a m table includes the capital of each province and some 
of the main shipping points chosen principally, b u t not altogether, b y population; the subsidiary tables include distances of local importance. Included in ihe distances 
from Charlottctown is the distance from Borden to Cape Torment inc. over which the trains are t ransported b y ferry; similarly, the t ram ferry distance between M ulgrave 
and Point Tupper is included in the distance from Halifax to Sydney. In the main table all the distances from Victoria include the distance travelled b y b o a t l r o n i 

Victoria to Vancouver. However, wherever possible, railway distances only are used. In certain distances from Three Rivers and from Quebec it is possible, b y the 
use of ferries, to travel b y shorter routes than those given in the tables, the rail route only being taken in these cases. 

Where boat routes are given, the best approximation of the distance travelled is used. 
T h e air-line distances used are not necessarily the straight-line distances between points, b u t a re t h e distances over the routes usually travelled b y aeroplanes 

in good weather.
