Aux débuts de l'industrie, la morue de l'Atlantique et le saumon du Pacifique 
se disputaient la première place; depuis 1895 le saumon est définitivement en avant 
et le homard occupe la deuxième en ces dernières années et jusqu'à ce que la guerre 
actuelle eût restreint le marché étranger (voir sous-section 3). En 1940 le hareng, 
grâce à une prise exceptionnellement abondante, monte au deuxième rang par ordre 
de valeur marchande. La morue occupe le troisième rang. 

Le tableau 4 donne les quantités de poisson pris, mais les valeurs représentent 
tous les produits poissonniers écoulés, primaires et secondaires. Les grands totaux 
sont aussi subdivisés de façon à montrer la valeur respective de la pêche maritime 
et pêche intérieure, comparativement à la pêohe globale. Des tableaux plus détaillés 
des quantités et des valeurs tant des produits poissonniers maritimes que de ceux 
des pêcheries intérieures écoulés, tels que ceux qui paraissent aux pages 329-341 
de l'Annuaire de 1938, se trouvent aux pages 218-225 du "Rapport sur la Statis­
tique des Pêcheries, 1940", publié par le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique.
