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En 1956, les investissements des fabricants se sont élevés à $487,700,000 consacrés à 
la construction, et $906,100,000 affectés aux machines et à l'équipement, tandis que 
$577,800,000 étaient consacrés à l'entretien. Sur le total ($1,393,800,000) consacré en 
1956'aux investissements, une proportion de 18.5 p. 100 a été dépensée par le groupe des 
articles en papier, 11.7 p. 100 par le fer et l'acier, 10. 4 p. 100 par les produits chimiques et 
parachimiques, 8.6 p. 100 par les produits des minéraux non métalliques, 8.4 p. 100 par 
les produits des métaux non ferreux, 7.8 p. 100 par les aliments et boissons, 6.7 p. 100 
par le pétrole et le charbon, 4.3 p. 100 par le matériel de transport, et 3.6 p. 100 par le 
groupe des articles en bois. 

Sur les neuf groupes qui ont déclaré des investissements de 50 millions de dollars ou 
plus en 1956, huit ont signalé des dépenses plus considérables qu'en 1955; le groupe du 
pétrole et du charbon a accusé une diminution de 16 millions. Parmi les autres groupes, 
les articles en papier se sont classés au premier rang par une hausse de $118,700,000, suivis 
par les produits chimiques et parachimiques, $88,600,000, les produits des minéraux non 
métalliques, $72,500,000, le fer et l'acier, $67,300,000, les produits des métaux non ferreux, 
$33,500,000, les articles en bois, $7,900,000, le matériel de transport, $6,000,000, et les 
aliments et boissons, $5,200,000.
